The following guidelines describe the necessary components of acceptable documentation for 
students requesting accommodations on the basis of academic impairment as a result of a brain 
injury or other neurological event (i.e., CVA or TIA). Typically, neurophysiologists, neurologists, 
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Accepted forms of documentation: +
o The Abilities Office Verification of Disabilities form (VOD)  
o A clear statement on letterhead including the above stated guidelines  
o Neuropsychological, psychoeducational and/or standardized test results
